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his firm or the Proseqtor, He does not owe any pollthal loyalty to the Prosecuting Atlrmey but ft is
Inapproprlate and a violaflon of his office for him o make misleading statements to the public for his own political
gain. .Hls breach trtstand mlsconduct in this case is serious.

Given the facts as I undersland thern, I would recomrnend that lt/lr. Chow be terminated from hislirb as a deputy
piisecutor. His misconduct in this case is serious and not su$ect h remediation. Given his Oisconduct it
would be difficult if not lmposslble for the Prosecutor to fu$ Ntlr. Chour in the future. I do not see how this
breach oftru:t can srer be repahed,

As you are aware a former Superior 
lo* 

Judge was retained to conduot an independent

and impartial, third-party iovestigation into thi actions of Ted Chow regarding (1) inappropriate

actions directed at a potential crime victim, and (2) actions in violation of the Office and County

con$dentiality policy.

In short, the investigation found that Chow showed a "lack of professionalism and good

judgment," and was "unprofessional and insubordinate." It found furlher, that the statement

submitted by Chow to the BOCC "was drafted by a committee of Lin-supporters, including Mr.

Lin himself, und was very misleading." PT. The report finds that apublic apology to Judge

Fitterer is cldarly in order from both Chow and Lin. P10, footnote 18. Finally, the report finds

that Chow's dealings wittr "Jane Doe,"l an alleged crime victim, "demonstrate poor judgment

and a certain lack of decorum on his part." Pi 1.

A brief summary of the findings of the independent investigation report are provided

below and a complete copy of the report is attached for your review.

' It is not necessary to identi$ this person so I have assigned her a pseudonym.
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Report Finds Chovy acted inanpropriateh'in his dealings with Jane Doe.

During the process of iocating emails as part of a public records request the County

discovered that Mr. Chow had written an email to himselfthat stated, "Hey pane] Go fuck

yourself. Yonr children stand no chance in life with you as their motler." P7. Jane Doe is a

resident of Grant County and is also the listed victim in a criminal report received by this offrce

for prosecutorial review. "When confronted about this email [Chow] said he wrote it in hopes

that she wouid obtain it in a public disciosure request so "she would know what I thought of

her." P7.

Chow aiso voluntarily provided Jane Doe's former husband with information from the

prosecutor's offtce about her. P7. Some employees in the office note that Chow seems

"delighted" anytime he can provide inforrration that might be unfavorable to Jane Doe. P7.

Bottom line, according to the independent report "Mr. Chow showed a lack of professionalisrn

and good judgment when deaiing with issues related to Jane Doe." P7.

Report Finds C-how Violated the Confideptialitv Policv and Made

a Misleadine Statement to the BQCC.

This portion of the report focused on a statement filed with the BOCC by Chow. ln his

statement, Chow claimed that staterirents made at a public forum to Mr. Hochstatter were

intentionally dishonest. However, contrary to the statement submitted by Chow, the report finds

that "Mr. Lee's response to Mr. Hochstatter was both honest and appropriate.t' P4. The

report finther states 66Mr. Chowts statement that Mr. Lee was being intentionally dishonest is

incorreet and itself dishonest and misleading.t' P9.

ln Chow's statement he omitted several key facts and he failed to positively state that

there was no cover-up and that there was nothing to cover-up. "The statenent was drafted by
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a committee of Lin supporters, includingMr. Lin himself, and was very misleading.ro p7.

"Iv{r' Chow shoutd have declined to sign the statement in the fonn it was drafted because it was

misleading and he knewthe tuue facts." P8. "Mr. Chow's faiiure to make a full discloswe of

these facts made his statement seriously misleading.'P8. "If the case was handled in a rnanner

that laclced integrity, that was Mr. chow's responsibiiity alone.', p9,

'Mr' Chow's statements of an alleged cover-up are premised on the incorrect belief that

Mr' Lee was covering-up his refusal to prosecute.Iudge Fitterer, when in fact, there was no

Mr. Chow admitted that he had no

basis to prosecute Judge Fitterer but never mad.e that statement publically." pl0.
